Regarding John Feeney

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Census from 1861 living in Birchall Street, Birmingham 
This census from 1861 states that John Fienney was a master wood turner and that

His son Thomas was born ruffle 1848/1849
If this is the same family then Thomas had another brother William and his mother 

Was Elizabeth 

Both name have been used by the family later my great grandmother was Elizabeth

Leonard Feeney
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1881 – 1949

Leonard Feeney was born in Birmingham in 1881 at an early age his parent moved 

To barrow in furnace to find work he spoke of his early life in barrow with fondness

Moving back to Birmingham sometime before 1891 

Please see censuses for Thomas Feeney 1881,1891

Just after his mother Henrietta died Leonard join the army in 1901 

Serving in the Scottish Rifles and then transferring to the Royal Warwickshire Regiment 
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During Leonards service he served in Africa seeing action in the boar war 
Then India then being stationed at home from 1907 to 1914 
In 1914 when the Great War started Leonard being a seasoned veteran of previous conflicts Leonard was mobilised. The Royal Warwickshire Regiment, which landed at Zeebrugge on 6 October 1914 as part of Sir Harry Rawlinson's 7th Division.  After successfully covering the retreat of the Belgium Army the Division began to fall back on 14th October before the overwhelming force of the enemy.  

By the 16th the Battalion had formed part of a defensive line east of Ypres, capturing Menin under heavy fire two days later. The Germans reinforced and attacked resulting in three days of heavy fighting
On the 23rd the 2nd Warwick’s threw the enemy out of Polygon Wood in hard and close fighting in a still dense wood and advanced for one mile beyond the wood to recover lost ground.
The cost was over one hundred casualties including Leonard how had been wounded
Receiving a gun shot wound to the lower knee on the 24th October 1914 ending his war on returned home he stayed in the army until 1919 in the service corps.
